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TPE indications increase in children, but only few data are available. Objectives : To evaluate TPE efficiency and tolerance in PICU.  Methods : Children admitted in one PICU from jan 2000 to dec 2002 and treated by TPE were analysed. TPE was performed either with a Cobe Spectra-Gambro or Prisma–Hospal. Results : Eleven children received 70 TPE sessions. Ages and weights ranged from 0.5 to 18 years and from 6 to 49 kg respectively. 8/11 children improved clinically and biologically after TPE. 9 adverse events required TPE interruption (7/9 catheter dysfunction). 6 acute pulmonary edema occurred. Conclusion : TPE efficiency was difficult to assess as it was associated with other treatments. Adverse effects are mainly due to fluid imbalance or KT dysfunction. 
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
