Outcome after CRRT in a Pediatric Intensive Care Unit (PICU).
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Only few data are available on the outcome of children treated by CRRT. Methods: We assessed Pediatric Cerebral Performance Category Score (PCPC) after hospital discharge of children treated by CRRT, in a French PICU, between 1990 and 2003 (PCPC ≤3: good outcome, PCPC ≥ 4: poor outcome). Results: In 13 years, 158 CRRT sessions were performed in 135 children. 80(57%) children survived at PICU discharge,. Three died later. We obtained PCPC in 61/77 children:
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Conclusion: Most of the children who had a CRRT and survived to PICU discharge (95%) had a good neurological outcome.
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
