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Our goal is to discuss the New Zealand experience.  Our small numbers create a number of challenges in managing continuous renal replacement therapy.  This abstract/poster will explore the use of CRRT at Starship Children’s Hospital.  We examine the issues of maintaining competence with small patient numbers, statistical data reflecting our patient demographic, anticoagulation management and finally, outcomes for our patients from 1994 – 2003.

In presenting this information, we will provide to this international forum an understanding of the difficulties, challenges and satisfaction in providing CRRT to the children of New Zealand and indeed the South Pacific.  This data will also consider the changes to our practices over the past 10 years, and look to our future and its development.
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
