Introduction of CVVH in our children’s hospital. 
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Introduction: In the past we used CAVH and peritoneal dialysis in children with acute renal failure. Newer techniques became available Aim: To explain how we have started a new treatment modality ( CVVH) in our children’s hospital. Methods and material: Gambro BV introduced us new materials like very small artificial kidneys (M10) in combination with the PRISMA with special software. We made a new protocol and taught our pediatric dialysis nurses and the pediatric intensive care nurses. The protocol has been established as follows: the pediatric nephrologist and the pediatric renal nurse transformed the adult protocol especially for children. At this moment we have treated four children in our hospital with CVVH. Results: One child with hyperammonemia reached normal levels after 5 hours, one child with intestinal problems fully recovered, one child was treated in combination with ECMO and one patient died due to cerebral herniation. Conclusion: Our protocol seemed to be sufficient in daily practice and devices worked fine. CVVH is a new treatment modality for small patients in our children’s hospital with promising future.
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
