Very severe Theophyllin poisoning followed by ARDS  in 2,5year old infant

Combination of intermittent HD, hemoperfusion and CVVHD

We describe very severe Theophyllin poisoning in 2,5year old boy with unusual next development .Level of Theophyllin was 650umol/L, i.e.118mg/L. Boy  was intubated,  treated by hemodialysis and hemoperfusion. Due to hemodynamic instability CVVHD had to be administrated. Therapeutic level was achieved during 12hrs after admission.. ARDS with capillary leak syndrom developed later on. After 2weeks was extubated  but unconscious and in stupor next 2months. 
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
